God chooses surprising peuple

MAIN POINT: Laugh! God chooses surprising pecple!
SCRIPTURE THEME FOR TODAY: ‘But the LORD said to Samuel,

‘Do not consider his appearance or his height, for I have rejected him. The LORD does not look
at the things people lock at. People look at the outward appearance, but the LORD looks at the
heart’ (1 Samuel 16:7)

PSALM MEMORY FOR TODAY:: "Our mouths were filled with laughter, our tongues with

songs of joy. Then 1t was said among the nations, The LORD has done great things for them” The
LORD has done great things for us, and we are filled with joy’ (Psalm 126:2—-3)

SCRIPTURE MEMORY FOR THE WEEK: "Shout for joy to the LORD, all the earth. Wor-
ship the LORD with gladness; come before him with joyful songs” (Psalm 1001-2)

BEAN AND BEAD TAMBOURINE

Here's what you'll need..

% Sturdy plastic plates (two for each child)
Streamers
Decorations including stickers, foam stickers, markers

Hot glue gun

Here's how you make it...

1. Before class, staple together two clear plastic plates for
each child. Staple around the edges, and be sure to leave
a hole at the top.

3. Then, each child should decorate the outside of their
plates with stickers and streamers.

4. Encourage the kids to use their bean tambourine during
music time.
